John 17:6 ﻿6﻿ “I have revealed “manifested” you ﻿a﻿ to those whom you gave me out of the world. They were yours; you gave them to me and they have obeyed your word. ﻿7﻿ Now they know that everything you have given me comes from you. ﻿8﻿ For I gave them the words you gave me and they accepted them. They knew with certainty that I came from you, and they believed that you sent me. ﻿9﻿ I pray for them. I am not praying for the world, but for those you have given me, for they are yours. ﻿10﻿ All I have is yours, and all you have is mine. And glory has come to me through them. ﻿11﻿ I will remain in the world no longer, but they are still in the world, and I am coming to you. 4     What causes fights and quarrels among you? Don’t they come from your “unsatisfied” desires that battle within you? ﻿2﻿ You want something but don’t get it. You kill and covet, but you cannot have what you want. You quarrel and fight. You do not have, because you do not ask God. ﻿3﻿ When you ask, you do not receive, because you ask with wrong motives, that you may spend what you get on your pleasures. 
﻿4﻿ ﻿4﻿Adulterers and adulteresses! Do you not know that ﻿d﻿friendship with the world is enmity with God? ﻿e﻿Whoever therefore wants to be a friend of the world makes himself an enemy of God. ﻿5﻿ Or do you think that the Scripture says in vain, ﻿f﻿“The Holy Spirit who dwells in us yearns jealously”? 

﻿4﻿ You adulterous people, don’t you know that friendship with the world is hatred toward God? Anyone who chooses to be a friend of the world becomes an enemy of God. ﻿5﻿ Or do you think Scripture says without reason that the Holy Spirit he caused to live in us envies intensely?

 Strife is the result of 
Genesis 13:1 13     Then Abram went up from Egypt, he and his wife and all that he had, and ﻿a﻿Lot with him, ﻿b﻿to the ﻿1﻿South. ﻿2﻿ ﻿c﻿Abram was very rich in livestock, in silver, and in gold. ﻿3﻿ And he went on his journey ﻿d﻿from the South as far as Bethel, to the place where his tent had been at the beginning, between Bethel and Ai, ﻿4﻿ to the ﻿e﻿place of the altar which he had made there at first. And there Abram ﻿f﻿called on the name of the Lord. 

﻿5﻿ Lot also, who went with Abram, had flocks and herds and tents. ﻿6﻿ Now ﻿g﻿the land was not able to ﻿2﻿support them, that they might dwell together, for their possessions were so great that they could not dwell together. ﻿7﻿ And there was ﻿h﻿strife between the herdsmen of Abram’s livestock and the herdsmen of Lot’s livestock. ﻿i﻿The Canaanites and the Perizzites then dwelt in the land. 

﻿8﻿ So Abram said to Lot, ﻿j﻿“Please let there be no strife between you and me, and between my herdsmen and your herdsmen; for we are brethren. ﻿9﻿ ﻿k﻿Is not the whole land before you? Please ﻿l﻿separate from me. ﻿m﻿If you take the left, then I will go to the right; or, if you go to the right, then I will go to the left.” 

﻿10﻿ And Lot lifted his eyes and saw all ﻿n﻿the plain of Jordan, that it was well watered everywhere (before the Lord ﻿o﻿destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah) ﻿p﻿like the garden of the Lord, like the land of Egypt as you go toward ﻿q﻿Zoar. ﻿11﻿ Then Lot chose for himself all the plain of Jordan, and Lot journeyed east. And they separated from each other. ﻿12﻿ Abram dwelt in the land of Canaan, and Lot ﻿r﻿dwelt in the cities of the plain and ﻿s﻿pitched his tent even as far as Sodom. ﻿13﻿ But the men of Sodom ﻿t﻿were exceedingly wicked and ﻿u﻿sinful against the Lord. 

﻿14﻿ And the Lord said to Abram, after Lot ﻿v﻿had separated from him: “Lift your eyes now and look from the place where you are— ﻿w﻿northward, southward, eastward, and westward; ﻿15﻿ for all the land which you see ﻿x﻿I give to you and ﻿y﻿your ﻿3﻿descendants forever. ﻿16﻿ And ﻿z﻿I will make your descendants as the dust of the earth; so that if a man could number the dust of the earth, then your descendants also could be numbered. ﻿17﻿ Arise, walk in the land through its length and its width, for I give it to you.” 

﻿18﻿ ﻿a﻿Then Abram moved his tent, and went and ﻿b﻿dwelt by ﻿4﻿the terebinth trees of Mamre, ﻿c﻿which are in Hebron, and built an ﻿d﻿altar there to the Lord. 
New alter 
· Abraham was living "by the oaks of Mamre, which are in Hebron," (Gen 13:18) when his nephew Lot was taken captive by the kings of Mesopotamia. Taking 318 of his trained men, he overcame the kings at Hobah, north of Damascus, and rescued Lot and his possessions (Gen 14:1-16). 

· When Abraham was ninety-nine years old, three angels visited him at Mamre and confirmed the Lord’s promise that his barren wife Sara would bear a son named Isaac (Gen 18:1-15). 

· An angel (the Lord) revealed His intention to destroy the evil cities of Sodom and Gomorrah. When Abraham pleaded for them, the Lord agreed to withhold judgment if at least ten righteous people were found there. This modest requirement was not met, and the cities were destroyed (Gen 18:16-33). 

· When the nation was camped at Kadesh-barnea, spies went out to scout the land of Canaan to assess the strength of its inhabitants and the abundance of its fruit. They reported that descendants of the Anakim giants were residing in Hebron. The Israelites feared these and other Canaanites and refused to enter the Land. Their disobedience resulted in thirty-eight years of wandering in the wilderness (Num 13:22). 

· After Joshua had taken possession of the Land, his old colleague Caleb asked him for Hebron. At eighty-five years of age, Caleb drove out the Anakim that still resided in Hebron and settled there (Josh 14:6-15). 

· When King Saul died on Mount Gilboa, David became king. From Ziklag, where he had been living for seven years, God directed David to move to Hebron. This became his "capital" where he initially ruled over only the tribe of Judah. Almost eight years later, David took the city of Jebus (Jerusalem) where he eventually ruled over all of Israel (2 Sam 5:1-5). 

Abraham not dependent on the riches of this world or on what lot wanted to take 
Abraham dependent on God alone !
