1.     Is of God. 1Jo 4:7. ﻿ Dear friends, let us love one another, for love comes from God. Everyone who loves has been born of God and knows God. ﻿8﻿ Whoever does not love does not know God, because God is love. 
 

2.     Commanded by God. 1Jo 4:21. ﻿20﻿ If anyone says, “I love God,” yet hates his brother, he is a liar. For anyone who does not love his brother, whom he has seen, cannot love God, whom he has not seen. ﻿21﻿ And he has given us this command: Whoever loves God must also love his brother. 

3.     Commanded by Christ. Joh 13:34; 15:12; 1Jo 3:23 ﻿23﻿ And this is his command: to believe in the name of his Son, Jesus Christ, and to love one another as he commanded us. ﻿24﻿ Those who obey his commands live in him, and he in them. And this is how we know that he lives in us: We know it by the Spirit he gave us. 

4.     After the example of Christ. Joh 13:34 4﻿ “A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so you must love one another. ﻿35﻿ By this all men will know that you are my disciples, if you love one another.” 15:12; Eph 5:2. 

5.     Taught by God. 1Th 4:9. ﻿9﻿ Now about brotherly love we do not need to write to you, for you yourselves have been taught by God to love each other. 
 

6.     Faith works by. Ga 5:6. ﻿5﻿ But by faith we eagerly await through the Holy Spirit the righteousness for which we hope. ﻿6﻿ For in Christ Jesus ………….The only thing that counts is faith expressing itself through love. 

7.     A fruit of the Spirit. Ga 5:22; ﻿25﻿ Since we live by the Spirit, let us keep in step with the   Spirit. ﻿26﻿ Let us not become conceited, provoking and envying each other.                6     Brothers, if someone is caught in a sin, you who are spiritual should restore him gently. But watch yourself, or you also may be tempted. ﻿2﻿ Carry each other’s burdens, and in this way you will fulfill the law of Christ. 
 

 Col 1:8. Epaphras, our dear fellow servant, who is a faithful minister of Christ on our ﻿a﻿ behalf, ﻿8﻿ and who also told us of your love in the Spirit. 
 

8.     Purity of heart leads to. 1Pe 1:22. ﻿22﻿ Now that you have purified yourselves by obeying the truth so that you have sincere love for your brothers, love one another deeply, from the heart. 
 

2     Therefore, rid yourselves of all malice and all deceit, hypocrisy, envy, and slander of every kind.

﻿3﻿ now that you have tasted that the Lord is good. 

9.     Explained. 1Co 13:4-7. ﻿4﻿ Love is patient, love is kind. It does not envy, it does not boast, it is not proud. ﻿5﻿ It is not rude, it is not self-seeking, it is not easily angered, it keeps no record of wrongs. ﻿6﻿ Love does not delight in evil but rejoices with the truth. ﻿7﻿ It always protects, always trusts, always hopes, always perseveres. 8﻿ Love never fails. 

10.     Is an active principle. 1Th 1:3; Heb 6:10. 

11.     Is an abiding principle. 1Co 13:8,13. 

12.     Is the second great commandment. Mt 22:37-39. 

13.     Is the end of the commandment. 1Ti 1:5 ﻿5﻿ The goal of this command is love, which comes from a pure heart and a good conscience and a sincere faith. ﻿6﻿ Some have wandered away from these and turned to meaningless talk. ﻿7﻿ They want to be teachers of the law, but they do not know what they are talking about or what they so confidently affirm. 
 

14.     Supernatural gifts are nothing without. 1Co 13:1,2. 

15.     The greatest sacrifices are nothing without. 1Co 13:3. ﻿3﻿ If I give all I possess to the poor and surrender my body to the flames, ﻿b﻿ but have not love, I gain nothing. 
 

16.     Especially enjoined upon ministers. 1Ti 4:12; 2Ti 2:22. ﻿22﻿ Flee the evil desires of youth, and pursue righteousness, faith, love and peace, along with those who call on the Lord out of a pure heart. ﻿23﻿ Don’t have anything to do with foolish and stupid arguments, because you know they produce quarrels. ﻿24﻿ And the Lord’s servant must not quarrel; 
 

17.     Saints should

a.     Put on. Col 3:14. ﻿12﻿ Therefore, as God’s chosen people, holy and dearly loved, clothe yourselves with compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness and patience. ﻿13﻿ Bear with each other and forgive whatever grievances you may have against one another. Forgive as the Lord forgave you. ﻿14﻿ And over all these virtues put on love, which binds them all together in perfect unity. 

﻿15﻿ Let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, since as members of one body you were called to peace. And be thankful. ﻿16﻿ Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly as you teach and admonish one another with all wisdom, and as you sing psalms, hymns and spiritual songs with gratitude in your hearts to God. ﻿17﻿ And whatever you do, whether in word or deed, do it all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through him. 

b.     Follow after. 1Co 14:1. Follow the way of love and eagerly desire spiritual gifts
 

c.     Abound in. Php 1:9; 1Th 3:12. 2﻿ May the Lord make your love increase and overflow for each other and for everyone else
 

d.     Continue in. 1Ti 2:15; Heb 13:1. 

e.     Provoke each other to. 2Co 8:7; 9:2; Heb 10:24. ﻿24﻿ And let us consider how we may spur one another on toward love and good deeds. ﻿25﻿ Let us not give up meeting together, as some are in the habit of doing, but let us encourage one another
 

f.     Be sincere in. Ro 12:9; 2Co 6:6; 8:8; 1Jo 3:18. ﻿16﻿ This is how we know what love is: Jesus Christ laid down his life for us. And we ought to lay down our lives for our brothers. ﻿17﻿ If anyone has material possessions and sees his brother in need but has no pity on him, how can the love of God be in him? ﻿18﻿ Dear children, let us not love with words or tongue but with actions and in truth. ﻿19﻿ This then is how we know that we belong to the truth, and how we set our hearts at rest in his presence ﻿20﻿ whenever our hearts condemn us. For God is greater than our hearts, and he knows everything. 

﻿21﻿ Dear friends, if our hearts do not condemn us, we have confidence before God ﻿22﻿ and receive from him anything we ask, because we obey his commands and do what pleases him. ﻿23﻿ And this is his command: to believe in the name of his Son, Jesus Christ, and to love one another as he commanded us. ﻿24﻿ Those who obey his commands live in him, and he in them. And this is how we know that he lives in us: We know it by the Spirit he gave us.

h.     Be fervent in. 1Pe 1:22 ﻿22﻿ Now that you have purified yourselves by obeying the truth so that you have sincere love for your brothers, love one another deeply, from the heart.

Ps 133:1,2. ﻿1﻿ How good and pleasant it is when brothers live together in unity! 2﻿ It is like precious oil poured on the head, running down on the beard, running down on Aaron’s beard, down upon the collar of his robes. 3﻿ It is as if the dew of Hermon were falling on Mount Zion. even life forevermore. 

23.     Is a bond of union. Col 2:2. ﻿2﻿ My purpose is that they may be encouraged in heart and united in love, so that they may have the full riches of complete understanding, in order that they may know the mystery of God, namely, Christ, ﻿3﻿ in whom are hidden all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge. ﻿4﻿ I tell you this so that no one may deceive you by fine-sounding arguments. 
 

24.     Is the bond of perfectness. Col 3:14. ﻿14﻿ And over all these virtues put on love, which binds them all together in perfect unity. 
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
