﻿17﻿ So I tell you this, and insist on it in the Lord, that you must no longer live as the Gentiles do, in the futility of their thinking. ﻿18﻿ They are darkened in their understanding and separated from the life of God because of the ignorance that is in them due to the hardening of their hearts. ﻿19﻿ Having lost all sensitivity, they have given themselves over to sensuality so as to indulge in every kind of impurity, with a continual lust for more. 

﻿20﻿ You, however, did not come to know Christ that way. ﻿21﻿ Surely you heard of him and were taught in him in accordance with the truth that is in Jesus. ﻿22﻿ You were taught, with regard to your former way of life, to put off your old self, which is being corrupted by its deceitful desires; ﻿23﻿ to be 
· made new in the attitude of your minds; ﻿24﻿ and to put on the new self, created to be like God in true righteousness and holiness. 

﻿25﻿ Therefore each of you must put off falsehood and speak truthfully to his neighbor, for we are all members of one body. ﻿26﻿ “In your anger do not sin” ﻿a﻿: Do not let the sun go down while you are still angry, ﻿27﻿ and do not give the devil a foothold. ﻿28﻿ He who has been stealing must steal no longer, but must work, doing something useful with his own hands, that he may have something to share with those in need.
· ﻿29﻿ Do not let any unwholesome talk come out of your mouths, but only what is helpful for building others up according to their needs, that it may benefit those who listen. ﻿30﻿ And
·  do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God, 
with whom you were sealed for the day of redemption. 

﻿31﻿ Get rid of;

· all bitterness, 

· rage and 

· anger,

· brawling 

· and slander, 

· along with every form of malice
32﻿ Be kind and compassionate to one another, forgiving each other, just as in Christ God forgave you. 

5     Be imitators of God, therefore, as dearly loved children ﻿2﻿ and live a life of love, just as Christ loved us and gave himself up for us as a fragrant offering and sacrifice to God. 

3﻿ But among you there must not be even a hint of sexual immorality, or of any kind of impurity, or of greed, because these are improper for God’s holy people. ﻿
· 4﻿ Nor should there be obscenity, foolish talk or coarse joking, which are out of place, 
but rather thanksgiving. ﻿5﻿ For of this you can be sure: No immoral, impure or greedy person—such a man is an idolater—has any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and of God. ﻿b﻿ ﻿6﻿ Let no one deceive you with empty words, for because of such things God’s wrath comes on those who are disobedient. ﻿7﻿ Therefore do not be partners with them. 

﻿8﻿ For you were once darkness, but now you are light in the Lord. Live as children of light ﻿9﻿ (for the fruit of the light consists in all goodness, righteousness and truth) ﻿10﻿ and find out what pleases the Lord. ﻿11﻿ Have nothing to do with the fruitless deeds of darkness, but rather expose them. ﻿12﻿ For it is shameful even to mention what the disobedient do in secret. ﻿13﻿ But everything exposed by the light becomes visible, ﻿14﻿ for it is light that makes everything visible. This is why it is said: 

“Wake up, O sleeper, 

rise from the dead, 

and Christ will shine on you.” 

﻿15﻿ Be very careful, then, how you live—not as unwise but as wise, ﻿16﻿ making the most of every opportunity, because the days are evil. ﻿17﻿ Therefore do not be foolish, but understand what the Lord’s will is. ﻿18﻿ Do not get drunk on wine, which leads to debauchery. Instead, be filled with the Spirit. ﻿19﻿ Speak to one another with psalms, hymns and spiritual songs. Sing and make music in your heart to the Lord, ﻿20﻿ always giving thanks to God the Father for everything, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ. 

﻿21﻿ Submit to one another out of reverence for Christ.

﻿2﻿ We all stumble “ offend KJV” in many ways. 
 πταίω [ptaio /ptah·yo/] “offend”, “stumble”, and “fall” . 1 to cause one to stumble or fall. 2 to stumble. 2a to err, make a mistake, to sin. 2b to fall into misery, become wretched.
If anyone is never at fault in what he says, he is a perfect man, able to keep his whole body in check. 

﻿3﻿ When we put bits into the mouths of horses to make them obey us, we can turn the whole animal. ﻿4﻿ Or take ships as an example. Although they are so large and are driven by strong winds, they are steered by a very small rudder wherever the pilot wants to go. ﻿5﻿ Likewise the tongue is a small part of the body, but it makes great boasts. Consider what a great forest is set on fire by a small spark. ﻿6﻿ The tongue also is a fire, a world of evil among the parts of the body. It corrupts the whole person, sets the whole course of his life on fire, and is itself set on fire by hell. 

﻿7﻿ All kinds of animals, birds, reptiles and creatures of the sea are being tamed and have been tamed by man, ﻿8﻿ but no man can tame the tongue. It is a restless evil, full of deadly poison. 

﻿9﻿ With the tongue we praise our Lord and Father, and with it we curse men, who have been made in God’s likeness. ﻿10﻿ Out of the same mouth come praise and cursing. My brothers, this should not be. ﻿11﻿ Can both fresh water and salt ﻿a﻿ water flow from the same spring? ﻿12﻿ My brothers, can a fig tree bear olives, or a grapevine bear figs? Neither can a salt spring produce fresh water. 

Two Kinds of Wisdom 
﻿13﻿ Who is wise and understanding among you? Let him show it by his good life, by deeds done in the humility that comes from wisdom.
 ﻿14﻿ But if you harbor bitter envy and selfish ambition in your hearts, do not boast about it or deny the truth. ﻿15﻿ Such “wisdom” does not come down from heaven but is earthly, unspiritual, of the devil. ﻿16﻿ For where you have envy and selfish ambition, there you find disorder and every evil practice. 

﻿17﻿ But the wisdom that comes from heaven is first of all pure; then peace-loving, considerate, submissive, full of mercy and good fruit, impartial and sincere. ﻿18﻿ Peacemakers who sow in peace raise a harvest of righteousness.

﻿2﻿ He called a little child and had him stand among them. ﻿3﻿ And he said: “I tell you the truth, unless you change and become like little children, you will never enter the kingdom of heaven. ﻿4﻿ Therefore, whoever humbles himself like this child is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven. “Little children don’t have an entangling mouth” 
﻿5﻿ “And whoever welcomes a little child like this in my name welcomes me. ﻿6﻿ But if anyone causes one of these little ones who believe in me to sin, it would be better for him to have a large millstone hung around his neck and to be drowned in the depths of the sea. 

﻿7﻿ “Woe to the world because of the things that cause people to sin! Such things must come, but woe to the man through whom they come! ﻿8﻿ If your hand or your foot causes you to sin cut it off and throw it away. It is better for you to enter life maimed or crippled than to have two hands or two feet and be thrown into eternal fire. ﻿9﻿ And if your eye causes you to sin, gouge it out and throw it away. It is better for you to enter life with one eye than to have two eyes and be thrown into the fire of hell.

The Parable of the Lost Sheep 
﻿10﻿ “See that you do not look down on one of these little ones. For I tell you that their angels in heaven always see the face of my Father in heaven. ﻿a﻿ 

﻿12﻿ “What do you think? If a man owns a hundred sheep, and one of them wanders away, will he not leave the ninety-nine on the hills and go to look for the one that wandered off? ﻿13﻿ And if he finds it, I tell you the truth, he is happier about that one sheep than about the ninety-nine that did not wander off. ﻿14﻿ In the same way your Father in heaven is not willing that any of these little ones should be lost. 


 

A Brother Who Sins Against You 
﻿15﻿ “If your brother sins against you, ﻿a﻿ go and show him his fault, just between the two of you.(”Privite” Most of the time we don’t know we have hurt some one)If he listens to you, you have won your brother over.”Over To What” ﻿16﻿ But if he will not listen, take one or two others along, so that ‘every matter may be established by the testimony of two or three witnesses.’ ﻿b﻿ ﻿17﻿ If he refuses to listen to them, tell it to the church; and if he refuses to listen even to the church, treat him as you would a pagan or a tax collector. 

﻿18﻿ “I tell you the truth, whatever you bind on earth will be ﻿c﻿ bound in heaven, and whatever you loose on earth will be ﻿d﻿ loosed in heaven. 

﻿19﻿ “Again, I tell you that if two of you on earth agree about anything you ask for, it will be done for you by my Father in heaven. ﻿20﻿ For where two or three come together in my name, there am I with them.”

Luke 6:38 ﻿41﻿ “Why do you look at the speck of sawdust in your brother’s eye and pay no attention to the plank in your own eye? ﻿42﻿ How can you say to your brother, ‘Brother, let me take the speck out of your eye,’ when you yourself fail to see the plank in your own eye? You hypocrite, first take the plank out of your eye, and then you will see clearly to remove the speck from your brother’s eye. 
Galatians 6:1


 6     Brothers, if someone is caught in a sin, you who are spiritual should restore him gently. But watch yourself, or you also may be tempted. ﻿2﻿ Carry each other’s burdens, and in this way you will fulfill the law of Christ. ﻿3﻿ If anyone thinks he is something when he is nothing, he deceives himself. ﻿4﻿ Each one should test his own actions. Matthew 18:20 The Parable of the Unmerciful Servant 
﻿21﻿ Then Peter came to Jesus and asked, “Lord, how many times shall I forgive my brother when he sins against me? Up to seven times?” 

﻿22﻿ Jesus answered, “I tell you, not seven times, but seventy-seven times. ﻿a﻿ 

﻿23﻿ “Therefore, the kingdom of heaven is like a king who wanted to settle accounts with his servants. ﻿24﻿ As he began the settlement, a man who owed him ten thousand talents ﻿b﻿ was brought to him. ﻿25﻿ Since he was not able to pay, the master ordered that he and his wife and his children and all that he had be sold to repay the debt. 

﻿26﻿ “The servant fell on his knees before him. ‘Be patient with me,’ he begged, ‘and I will pay back everything.’ ﻿27﻿ The servant’s master took pity on him, canceled the debt and let him go. 

﻿28﻿ “But when that servant went out, he found one of his fellow servants who owed him a hundred denarii. ﻿c﻿ He grabbed him and began to choke him. ‘Pay back what you owe me!’ he demanded. 

﻿29﻿ “His fellow servant fell to his knees and begged him, ‘Be patient with me, and I will pay you back.’ 

﻿30﻿ “But he refused. Instead, he went off and had the man thrown into prison until he could pay the debt. ﻿31﻿ When the other servants saw what had happened, they were greatly distressed and went and told their master everything that had happened. 

﻿32﻿ “Then the master called the servant in. ‘You wicked servant,’ he said, ‘I canceled all that debt of yours because you begged me to. ﻿33﻿ Shouldn’t you have had mercy on your fellow servant just as I had on you?’ ﻿34﻿ In anger his master turned him over to the jailers to be tortured, until he should pay back all he owed. 

﻿35﻿ “This is how my heavenly Father will treat each of you unless you forgive your brother from your heart.” 
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
